INFORMATION

Red Bank Catholic High School, within the scope of the curricular offerings, seeks to prepare its students for future success.
Each student will, through guidance and advice, develop a program of studies based on the student's abilities and interest, past
performance, goals and ambitions. We encourage every student to plan for post high school learning, according to individual
circumstances, potential, and interest. We strive to provide all students with the education and skills required in today's society
and needed for admission to vocational/technical schools, two-year colleges and four-year colleges.

The Guidance Department

The Guidance Department staff is here to help the students with their problems and to assist them in many ways. They advise
the students on course selections, discuss schedule changes, inform them of important deadlines and dates. The staff helps
the students to explore extracurricular activities, set up a study schedule, investigate schools and colleges, research
occupations, and develop their interests and abilities.

Students are assigned to a guidance counselor who will work with them during their entire four years at Red Bank Catholic.
The counselors are professionally trained to assist the students as they progress through their schooling. They periodically
arrange personal interviews with the students. In addition, each ninth grade student has a teacher-advisor who assists the
counselor with many of the routine activities conducted by the Guidance Department. The teacher-advisors are regular
classroom teachers who have been specially trained by the guidance staff; they work in the department one period each day
in addition to teaching their regular schedule. Each teacher-advisor works with only a homeroom students and usually gets
to know the advisees rather well.

All students are free to make appointments with their counselor during the year in addition to the regular counselor-initiated
appointments. During the sophomore, junior, and senior years, the parents will be invited to come to a conference with their
student and the counselor to assess their son or daughter's progress and evaluate future plans.

Class Rank, G.PA., and Quality Points

Quality pointsare assigned at the end of every semester to the semester grade earned in each course. Quality points are scaled
according to the varying academic challenge and demand of classes. They are used to compute the grade point average
(G.P.A)) which, in turn, determines class rank.

Cumulative class rank through the end of junior year is distributed to the students in September of their senior year. Official
and final class rank is computed at the end of the seventh semester (January of senior year) and is cumulative for all semesters.

All full year and semester courses are included in the computation of the class rank.

REQUIREMENTS FOR GRADUATION

Graduation from Red Bank Catholic High School is dependent upon the successful completion of the following requirements.

1.

Four years of an approved secondary school program as certified by the Middle States Association and the Diocesan
Office of Education.

In general, the credit structure assigns 5 credits to all full year courses and 2.5 credits to all one semester courses. Lab
sciences earn 6 credits, and all other sciences earn 5 credits. Physical Education/Health/Driver Education/First Aid
credit is assigned as follows:

a. Physical Education not connected with a double-period lab science - 5 credits
b. Physical Education connected with a double-period lab science - 4 credits.

The course descriptions which follow will clearly identify any courses whose credit structure differs from the above
explanation.

In order to advance to the next grade level, the student must accumulate:

30 credits for Sophomore entry;
65 credits for Junior entry;

100 credits for Senior entry;

130 credits for GRADUATION.

Students who receive an F in a course required for graduation will be required to make up the failed course(s) in a
fully accredited summer school. Likewise, students whose total credit status is below the minimum required to
admission to the next grade will be required to make up the failed courses in a fully accredited summer school.

All students must carry a full schedule, i.e., seven courses, each semester.
Any senior who does not earn 130 credits by June of his/her graduation year or who receives a failure in a course
required for graduation will not be permitted to participate in the commencement exer cises.



Participation in graduation ceremonies is a privilege reserved for those who have successfully completed all
graduation requirements. Students who violate discipline probation, a discipline contract or who commit a major
(warranting expulsion) discipline infraction will be ineligible to participate in graduation. It isthe responsibility of
each student to ascertain that he/shehassufficient creditsfor graduation, hastaken all cour sesrequired, passed
all required courses, and made up any failure necessary in summer school.

Requirenents for College Entance

At the present time, admission to college is based on a study of the following credentials of an individual:
1. The student's four year record in high school;

2. Test results

Results of tests administered by official agencies such as the College Entrance Examination Board
and/or American College Testing Service;

3. The school's recommendation of the student as an individual of desirable characteristics (if such recommendation is
required by a college);
4. Participation in extracurricular activities.

There are colleges of all varieties and purposes, each with its own standards of admission. Before registering for subjects in
junior year, students should research the requirements of schools and colleges that interest them and for which they qualify.
Their junior and senior schedules should be arranged accordingly. Some colleges require only a high school diploma; others
have specific and rigorous prerequisites. For the typical student seeking admission to a college program of average challenge,
the following minimal requirements are typical: 4 years of English, 3-4 years of college preparatory mathematics, 2-3 years
of world language, 2 years of a laboratory science, 3-4 years of social studies. In studying catalogs, students should give
attention to the class rank, GPA, and test scores expected. Most colleges require at least 16 units in core academic subjects
for admission.

Choice ofCourses for Net Year

With the help of their parents, guidance counselors, and teachers, students will choose the courses they desire to study next
year. While the subject matter of several classes may be basically the same, the challenge and demands made in the various
sections of the course will be adapted to the potential of the students in the group. Students will be assigned to sections
according to their past achievement, their test scores, the recommendation of department chairpersons and of the current
teachers. The quality point value of grades earned will be commensurate with the level of difficulty of the course.

The descriptions of many courses clearly indicate that they are more demanding or less demanding. All students will be free
to make their choices of such courses provided they meet the prerequisites. Having made the choice, they are not expected
to discontinue the course or to request a change of schedule without a compelling reason. Registration for next year's courses
is a serious matter, requiring study of the course descriptions, a realistic evaluation of self, consultation with parents, advice
from the guidance department and from one's teachers.

Course Changes after Rosterm
The school master schedule of all classes is built upon the course selections made by the students early in the second semester.
Any changes in course selections after that time decrease the effectiveness of the master schedule and adversely affect the

enrollment balance previously established in all classes. Therefore, we cannot allow any course change after April 1.

No request for a change will be honored in the fall unless evidence is submitted that a serious error in placement was made.



BOOK BILLS and COURSE FEES

Please note that the following Art Department courses have special fees which are paid through Follett Books (formerly
know as Varsity Books) when you place your orders in the summer.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

PHYSICAL EDUCATION Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Physical Education activities include a well-rounded program of team and individual sports, and fitness activities.
Participation in Physical Education is designed to develop each student physically, mentally and socially, emphasizing the
importance of safety, good sportsmanship, skills and interests. Physical Education in grade 9 is a one-semester elective.

HEALTH EDUCATION Grade 9
(one semester course)

Health Education provides information on health-related problems facing today’s society with emphasis on those areas of
immediate importance to the student. Topics include mental health, nutrition, tobacco, alcohol, drugs, family life, and
infectious and non-infectious diseases. Students will learn to make healthy, informed decisions.

DRIVER EDUCATION Grade 10
(One marking period course)

This course is designed to produce safe, efficient, and defensive drivers. Topics include physical/mental fitness, drugs,
alcohol, traffic laws, driving environments, emergency situations, and defensive driving. The New Jersey State permit exam
is administered in the classroom and results are accepted by the MV C. At present, the book License to Drive in New Jersey
and the New Jersey driver’s manual are used.

FIRST AID/CPR/AED Grade 10

(One marking period course)

Students learn the principles of First Aid and CPR with the Automated External Defibrillator. Upon completion of course
requirements, students will receive an American Red Cross certification in adult, child, and infant CPR, AED, and First Aid.
HONORS PHYSICAL EDUCATION Grade12

Prerequisites: A” average in grade 11 P.E. course
Approval of P.E. teacher

Students seeking enrollment may not also enroll in an A.P. science course.

This course aims to teach students to enjoy a lifetime of healthful physical activity and provide an advanced experience in
Physical Education. Honors P. E. is not just for the physically gifted, but for all students interested in physical fitness.
Students are expected to be active role models, exhibit a healthy lifestyle, and will witness firsthand the benefits of their
physical activity.

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RELIGION DEPARTMENT

CATHOLIC PRINCIPLES Grade9

Drawing upon a scriptural foundation, this course will provide students with a comprehensive overview of our Catholic faith.
It will focus on the themes of God’s revealed Word, beliefs (Apostles’, Nicene Creeds), worship, prayer, sacraments, and the
Church’s moral teachings. This course will also educate students in the process of discernment and decision-making to
enhance their ability in making life choices in accord with Catholic values.

SCRIPTURE Grade 10

The Scriptures offer us powerful witness to the reality of the relationship between God and God’s people. While the accounts
are written in various literary genres by many authors, take place at different times and in a variety of locations in history, their
purpose is to show God’s love and faithfulness and to offer an invitation for us to respond to God in kind. Both the Old
Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) and the New Testament will be examined closely to enable students to develop an
understanding of the Scriptures as they are, as well as to facilitate application to their own lives.

CHURCH HISTORY/SOCIAL JUSTICE Grade 11

During the first semester, the students will learn the story of Church, i.e., the People of God. It will offer students growing
up in a scientific and technological age the opportunity to touch the invisible mystery of the Living God revealed through
symbols, sacraments, rituals, creeds, and doctrines expressed in Church documents. It will stress the importance of personal
prayer, communal prayer, and living respectfully and justly in a global community.

During the second semester, students will focus on social justice, which has been called “the best kept secret of the Catholic
Church.” This course is designed to educate students in the major documents of Catholic social teaching. It will emphasize
the dignity of the human person, the integrity of creation, as well as living lives of peace and justice in a global community.
The course invites students to deepen their awareness of injustice in the world around them, and through study and personal
reflection, see their own capacity to make the world a better place.

The following five one-semester courses fulfill the senior Religion requirement.
Each senior must select two of the four courses.

CHRISTIAN LIVING: A STUDY of SACRAMENTAL EVENTS Grade 12
(One semester course)

Through an examination of the self, as well as a study of vocations to the single, married, religious life and priesthood,
students will be introduced to the life choices of the adult Christian. The course content also emphasizes the study of the
sacraments as it correlates with our life choices.

INTRODUCTION TO PHILOSOPHY Grade 12
(One semester course)
This course will provide the student with an understanding of the important thinkers and schools of thought that have

influenced the development of Western society. Students will investigate the various philosophic disciplines and will
chronologically study significant philosophers from Socrates to the present.

BIBLICAL LETTERS/REVELATION Grade 12
(One semester course)

This course is designed to introduce students to the Letters of Paul, the “Catholic Epistles,” and the Book of Revelation. It
will teach students the skills necessary for exegesis of and reflection on Scripture, to guide them on their Christian journey.

HISTORY of SACRED MUSIC and LITURGY Grade 12
(One semester course)

This course will explore the history of sacred music, liturgical practice, and trends in church architecture of the Catholic
Church beginning with early Christian Church through present-day practices. As part of the course, students will also be
involved in the planning of our liturgies such as prayer services and Masses.

HONORS EASTERN RELIGIOUSTHOUGHT Grade 12
(One semester course)

Prerequisites:  “A-" average in junior year Religion.
“B” average in junior year English and History.
“B” average in any previous honors course is strongly recommended.
Presentation of first semester report card to Ms. Mary Logan

In this college level course, students will use college textbooks and original source readings to examine the major religious
themes in the dominant traditions of the Asian cultural sphere, predominantly Hinduism, Buddhism, Taoism and Shintoism.
The course aims at developing a fuller appreciation of our own Judeo-Christian tradition.

Students will receive 3 college credits for this course from Georgian Court University. Thereis an approximate $175.00
tuition fee which will be paid to Georgian Court University by the students who wish to earn the three credits.

HONORS GLOBALIZATION and JUSTICE Grade 12
(One semester course)

Prerequisites:  “A-" average in junior year Religion
“B” average in junior year English and History.
“B” average in any previous honors course is strongly recommended.
Presentation of first semester report card to Ms. Mary Logan

This college level course aspires to equip our young Christian men and women to fully participate in the social structure of
our modern world in a way that seeks to create justice for all. Karl Barth, one of the best theologians of the 20" century, said
that the Christians should approach the world with the Bible in one hand and the newspaper in the other. In addition to the
textbook, students in this course will also use the Bible and the newspaper to deepen their understanding of the
interconnectedness of globalization, poverty, health care, human rights, education and politics, viewed through the lens of
church teachings regarding these issues.

Students will receive 3 college credits for this course from Georgian Court University. Thereis an approximate $175.00
tuition fee which will be paid to Georgian Court University by the students who wish to earn the three credits.

MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT

ALGEBRA | Grade9
(offered on both college prep and accelerated college prep level)

Algebra | emphasizes fundamental mathematical processes and the real number system as well as the algebraic. For more
advanced work in mathematics, students acquire a facility in applying algebraic concepts and skills. Topics include the order
of operations, equations, analyzing and graphing linear functions, factoring, inequalities, rational and irrational numbers,
solving systems of linear equations, and analysis of problem solving.

HONORS ALGEBRA | Grade9

Honors Algebra | stresses both the structure of algebra and the development of problem-solving skills. Topics include the
structure and properties of real numbers, equations, inequalities, polynomials and functions. This course also focuses on
quadratic equations and functions and provides an introduction to statistics, probability, trigonometry and vectors.
GEOMETRY (Advanced College Prep L evel) Grades 9, 10

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of Algebra | teacher
Grade 9: completion of a full-year of Algebra I course in grade school

In this course students will gain a basic understanding of the methods of coordinate geometry. Topics include the nature of
proof which involves geometric and algebraic and non mathematical situations; the study of basic geometric figures; areas;
volumes; inductive and deductive analysis; and transformations. Geometry is a prerequisite for the study of all advanced
courses in mathematics and is required for admission to colleges.

HONORS GEOMETRY Grades 9, 10

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of Honors Algebra | teacher; freshmen who have had a full year of Algebra | in grade school must
complete a screening process to qualify for this course.

Honors Geometry is distinguished from traditional geometry by the fusion of plane, solid and coordinate geometry, and by
the use of fewer theorems so that subject matter is unified and clarified. Topics include the nature of proof which involves
geometric, algebraic and non mathematical situations; the study of basic geometric figures; loci; numerical trigonometry;
areas; and volumes.

GEOMETRY (College Prep Level) Grade 10

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of mathematics teacher

The topics covered in this course include points, lines, planes, polygons, areas, volumes, and congruent triangles. The overall
objective of the course will be to enable the students to use logical reasoning patterns to arrive at their conclusions.
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HONORS ALGEBRA Il and TRIGONOMETRY Grades 10, 11

Prerequisite: Honors Algebra I, Honors Geometry, ("B" average); approval of mathematics teacher
Standardized testing in the math/quantitative should be at or above the 90" percentile.
A’s in both ACP Algebra | and ACP Geometry for students not previously in honors math classes.
Approval of math teacher.

The course is a continuous program for those students planning to pursue a mathematics and/or science major in college.
Other students who are undecided about future plans, but who qualify for a demanding program, may apply. Topics include
the real number system, polynomials, relations and functions, quadratic equations, conics, exponential and logarithmic
functions, matrices and determinants, trigonometry and complex numbers. Students will study trigonometry in sufficient detail
to qualify them for Advanced Placement Mathematics or Honors Applied Calculus.

ALGEBRAII Grades 10, 11
(Offered on both the college prep and advanced college prep level)

Prerequisite: ~ Algebra I and Geometry; approval of mathematics teacher. (Students whose averagesin Algebra | were"C"
or "D" should take a review course during the summer or be tutored by a certified mathematics teacher during the summer
prior to studying Algebra ll.)

Algebra Il is designed to meet the needs of students preparing for entrance into college as well as for those intending to engage
in semi-technical work. Topics include real number system, polynomials, solution of quadratic equations and inequalities,
relations and functions, conics, exponential and logarithmic equations, matrices and probability, and basic trigonometric
functions.

PROBABILITY and STATISTICS Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

Prerequisite: ~ Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra Il ("B" average); approval of mathematics teacher

This course introduces the student to the elementary concepts of probability and statistics. Students who plan to enter such

fields as economics, business, education, psychology, sociology, or medicine must understand the fundamental ideas behind
decisions which are reached by statistical methods.

HONORS TRIGONOMETRY Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

Prerequisite: ~ Geometry, Algebra Il (“ B” average); approval of mathematics teacher.

Trigonometry assists students to appreciate the relationship between courses of mathematics already studied, and to realize
that trigonometry is a basic foundation for science, engineering, and high mathematics. Topics include trigonometric

functions, trigonometric identities, formulas, graphs, the circular functions, their inverses, and complex numbers, the law of
sines and cosines, area of triangles, vectors and logarithms.

FINANCIAL ALGEBRA (ACCELERATED COLLEGE PREP AND COLLEGE PREP) Grade 12

Prerequisites: ACP: "C" Average in Algebra Il; approval of teacher
CP: Completion of Algebra I, Geometry, and Algebra Il

This algebra-based and technology-oriented course incorporates concepts from Algebra I, Geometry and Algebra Il into "real-
life" financial applications. It reviews and strengthens algebra and problem solving skills, while also introducing more
advanced mathematics topics, such as piecewise functions, regression and limits as they relate to financial decision making.
Topics include investing, banking, credit, income taxes, and insurance. This is an excellent course for students considering
a major in finance, accounting or business, or for those interested in investing and financial management. The College Prep
level course will include a more extensive review of basic skills and algebraic concepts in a financial context.

FUNCTIONS, ANALYSIS, and TRIGONOMETRY (Advanced College Prep and College Prep levels) Grades11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ ACP (grades 11 and 12) - Algebra II; “C” average; approval of mathematics teacher
CP (grade 12) - “B” average in Algebra Il (CP) or “C-" average in Algebra Il (ACP)

This course is designed for the student who desires a fourth year of college-prep math. It is intended to unify all the math
courses that have preceded it and bridge the gap to calculus. Trigonometry is emphasized for approximately one-half the year;
the other half of the year is devoted to the study of elementary functions.

HONORS PRE CALCULUS Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: Honors Algebra Il and Trigonometry (" B" average); approval of mathematics teacher

This course is for students who wish to study mathematics and/or science in college. Such topics as a review of equations of

lines and circles; real functions; and applications to graph sketching; logarithmic and exponential functions; trigonometry;
and combination analysis will be covered.

Studentswho wish to takethe summer Pre-Calculuscoursein lieu of taking a full year of Honors Pre-Calculus
must havea “A” averagein Honors Algebra ll/Trigonometry and take a qualifying test. An “A-" averagein the
summer course will berequired for AP Calculus AB. Lower gradesin the summer course will place the student in
Honors Applied Calculus.

HONORS APPLIED CALCULUS Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: Completion of Honors Pre-Calculus with a “B” average

Applied Calculus is an honors course for students who have successfully completed Honors Geometry, Honors Algebra
[1/Trigonometry and Honors Pre-Calculus, who are competent in mathematics and interested in furthering their mathematical

studies but not at the rigor of an advanced placement level course. This course will include algebraic and transcendental
functions, limits, derivatives, integrals, applications and the fundamental theorem of calculus.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT MATHEMATICS (CALCULUS AB) Grades 11, 12 6 credits
ADVANCED PLACEMENT MATHEMATICS (CALCULUSBC) Grade 12

Prerequisite: Honors Algebra I, Honors Geometry, Honors Algebra 1l and Trigonometry, Honors Pre-Calculus
("A”average); level up test required. Calculus AB needed for those selecting Calculus BC.

AP College Board test is mandatory for those enrolling in AP Calculus AB and/or BC
*See page 7 for information on the AP application process

Students will be required to attend a calculus lab class once every 8 rotation days at 7:30 a.m.

This course is designed to prepare the student for college mathematics at an advanced level. It is intended for students who
have a thorough knowledge of college preparatory mathematics including algebra, axiomatic geometry, trigonometry and
analytical geometry. The course includes elementary functions (algebraic, trigonometric, transcendental); limits; the
derivative; applications of the derivative; anti-derivatives; applications of the anti-derivative techniques of integration; and
the definite integral and its applications. Calculus BC completes the first year college calculus course.

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WORLD LANGUAGE DEPARTMENT

FRENCH

FRENCH | Grades 9, 10, 11

French | emphasizes speaking, listening, reading and writing skills. Useful vocabulary and basic grammar are presented by
means of colorful illustrations. Classroom activities are designed to develop communicative competence. Tasks include oral
reports, skits, internet projects, simulations and exercises.

FRENCH 11 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite:  Satisfactory completion of French |

French Il reviews and builds on the concepts learned in French I, helping students understand more complex concepts of
grammar and conversation. Students will continue to practice interpersonal and presentational speech and writing through
tasks and projects.

HONORS FRENCH I11 Grades 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of French Il teacher; “ A-" average in French Il

This course is designed for the student who has gained a proficiency in basic grammar and vocabulary of French l'and Il. The

student will begin reading, writing about and discussing famous French writers, celebrities, and artists. They will explore
information available on authentic French websites.

HONORS FRENCH IV Grades 11, 12
HONORS FRENCH V Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of current French teacher; “B” average in previous honors French course

Students will read and discuss orally and in written form excerpts from Francophobe writers, as well as feature-length French
films.
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LATIN

LATIN | Grades 9, 10, 11

The aim of the first year of Latin is to train the student to read, analyze and translate elementary Latin. Students will
understand basic grammatical forms and develop a mastery of prescribed vocabulary. Derivation of words and short narratives
from Roman history and literature prepare students for linguistic development and impart valuable insight into Roman
language, life and, culture.

LATIN I Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Satisfactory completion of Latin |

This course reviews the principles of Latin 1 and aims to further the student's ability to read, comprehend and translate Latin
of increasing difficulty. This course helps to expand the student's understanding and appreciation of Roman culture and
customs.

HONORS LATIN 111 Grades 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of current Latin teacher; a “B” average in Latin Il for the first semester and must maintain a “B”
for the remainder of the year.

This course reviews principles taught in Latin Il and continues the progressive development of the ability to understand and
translate Latin through the master of forms, syntax, and vocabulary. About 500 words recommended for mastery by the
College Board will be included as part of the overall vocabulary program.

HONORS LATIN IV Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of current Latin teacher; A “B” average in Latin 11l for the first semester and must maintain a “ B”
for the remainder of the year.

This course will help the students appreciate and understand Latin prose and poetry through readings and translations of
Cicero, Caesar, Catullus, Virgil, Livy, and Ovid, whose works span the Golden Age of Latin Literature. Background
information on history, politics, and culture, as well as the study of grammar and vocabulary, will be an integral component
of the course.
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SPANISH

SPANISH | Grades 9, 10, 11
(Offered on both the college prep and advanced college prep levels)

The course is designed to provide an introduction to the language with an emphasis on developing speaking, listening, reading
and writing skills. Students will communicate using basic vocabulary and grammatical structures. They will learn about the
customs and traditions of Spanish-speaking people.

INTERMEDIATE SPANISH | Grades 9, 10, 11

Prerequisite: Mastery of topics as specified by the department with above-average grades; completion of questionnaire
about previous Spanish courses

This course develops communicative skills at the intermediate level. Proficiency will be developed through aural, oral, reading

and writing practice. Mastery of basic grammatical structures and vocabulary is required. Students will study Spanish and
Hispanic culture.

SPANISH 11 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12
(Offered on both the college prep and advanced college prep levels)

Prerequisite: ~ Satisfactory completion of Spanish |

Students will continue to gain an understanding of the language through speaking, listening, reading and writing skills.
Students will communicate using more extensive vocabulary and grammatical structures.

HONORS SPANISH 11 Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ An “A-" average in Intermediate Spanish | or fulfillment of department level up requirements**

This course continues the communicative development of the Spanish language at the intermediate/advanced level. Extensive
vocabulary and grammar are mastered in order to advance conversational skills as well as the development of oral, auditory,
reading and writing skills. The study of Hispanic culture and civilization is an integral part of the course.

HISPANIC CULTURE and CIVILIZATION Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Successful completion of two years of Spanish

In this course, the students learn the ways of life in Spanish-speaking countries, and the legacy of and differences between

the foreign countries and their own. The class focuses on the distinct heritages and systems of government. Students will have
a clearer understanding and appreciation for the worth of all people. The course is taught in English.
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SPANISH I11 Grades 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of Spanish Il teacher; successful completion of Spanish Il with a “B” average

This course continues communicative proficiency at the intermediate/advanced level. Students learn to communicate about
topics or situations they are likely to encounter. A focus on Hispanic culture and civilization accompanies the course.
HONORS SPANISH 111 Grades 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: A “B” average in Honors Spanish Il or fulfillment of level up requirements**

This course continues communicative proficiency of the Spanish language at the advanced level. Development will be
exercised through aural, oral, reading and writing skills. Students will encounter conversational topics relevant to society and
the world. A focus on Spanish literature and Hispanic culture and civilization accompany the course.

SPANISH IV Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of Spanish teacher, “B” average in Spanish Il1

Students review concepts previously studied and refine those concepts with more in-depth listening, speaking, reading and
writing exercises. New grammar, vocabulary, and culture lessons will be incorporated into the classes. Students will expand
their knowledge of Hispanic culture and civilizations.

HONORS SPANISH IV Grade 11, 12

Prerequisite: A “B” average in Honors Spanish Il or fulfillment of level up requirements.**

Students will develop proficiency at the advanced level in the requisite skills of speaking, listening, reading and writing.
Students will apply the knowledge acquired during previous years, as well as expand their knowledge base in vocabulary and
grammar. They will learn about different Spanish and Latin American cultures and people and will read authentic works of
Hispanic literature.

HONORS SPANISH V Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ A”B” average in Honors Spanish 1V or fulfillment of level-up requirements; approval of Honors Spanish IV
teacher

Students will continue to develop proficiency at the advanced level and expand their knowledge of the Spanish and Latin
American cultures. They will review grammar, discuss contemporary conversational topics and study authentic works of
Hispanic literature. Emphasis will be on oral proficiency, reading and writing.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT SPANISH LANGUAGE Grade 11, 12
Prerequisite: ~ “A” average in Honors Spanish 1V; approval of Honors Spanish IV teacher and a speaking and writing
evaluation

See page 7 for information on the AP application process.

The AP class is intended to develop proficiency in the Spanish Language integrating the four core skills (listening, speaking,
reading, and writing) throughout the course. In order to accomplish its task the class has been designed to present a variety
of activities and practices with the study of each unit. This allows the students to express, inquire, and use different strategies
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in a variety of cultural contexts. This process hones their ability to listen, speak, and use technology and Internet in order to
help them to communicate, and guides them to use various resources that they may apply their skills. This class is taught
entirely in Spanish in order to motivate the students to use their Spanish language skills throughout the year and to refrain from
falling back into their native tongue.

ITALIAN CULTURE and CONVERSATION Grades 11, 12

This course will encompass the geography, history, and culture of the twenty regions of Italy from the time of Romulus and
Remus to the present day. Famous artists, musicians, leaders, chefs, and poets/writers will be examined. Students will also
learn modern Italian to communicate at such places as the airport, hotel, restaurant, shopping, etc.

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SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

CONCEPTS of CHEMISTRY and PHYSICS Grade 9
(offered on both the college prep and accelerated college prep levels)

This course stimulates interest in the specialized studies of physics, chemistry, and earth science at the CP level. The ACP
course focuses on chemistry and physics. Units covering the fundamentals of the major sciences will prepare the students for
in-depth analysis of the topics in their future science courses.

BIOLOGY Grades 9, 10
(offered on both the college prep and accelerated college prep levels for grade 10; advanced college prep only for grade 9)

Prerequisite: Math course at the same level taken concurrently. Freshmen wishing to enroll must follow special screening
procedures at the time of scheduling.

This course introduces the fundamental concepts and principles governing living things. Topics covered in the course follow
a logical and sequential pattern beginning with the chemical and physical basis of life, through a step-by-step analysis of cell
structure, metabolism, heredity, and other life processes. The important concepts of unity, balance, and variation are integrated
throughout the basic topics.

HONORSBIOLOGY Grade 9

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of department chairperson. Honors Math taken concurrently. Freshmen who wish to enroll must
follow special screening procedures at the time of scheduling.

Honors Biology is intended for the more motivated and capable science student. Topics include the structure and function
of microorganisms, plants, and animals, studied within the framework of unit, diversity, and continuity. Cell structure and
factors governing heredity are stressed. The students learn to draw generalizations, seek relationships, and find answers. Class
work is complemented in the double period laboratory in which open-ended experiments develop further understanding of
scientific principles. Good writing skills and the ability to work independently are necessary for the students’ success.

CHEMISTRY (college prep level) Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: " C" average in a previous science course

This course is designed to interest the non science-oriented student. There isa minimal emphasis on the mathematical aspects
of chemistry, while still adhering to the formal concepts of chemistry. Students are expected to learn chemical theory as it
applies to our world. Topics include household products, food, and health care. Students will participate in appropriate
laboratory activities. This course is intended to guide students toward developing the skills of investigation inquiry.
ENVIRONMENTAL STUDIES Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: Minimum of a “ C” average in previous science and math classes.

The goal of this course is to provide students with the information they need to analyze environmental concerns that will affect
their lives. Students will learn about the basic structures of our planet and the important functions that they service in
protecting and supporting living organisms within our biosphere. They will learn about the effects of human activities on

ecosystems. They will discuss political, economic, cultural, and scientific processes that may provide solutions to
environmental problems.
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HONORS ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE Grades 11, 12
Prerequisite: Minimum “B” average in both Biology and Chemistry (honors or general level) and Algebra I; level up test

The goal of this course is to provide students with the scientific principles, concepts and methodologies to understand the
interrelationships and interdependence of the natural world; to identify and analyze environmental problems both natural and
man-made; to evaluate the relative risks associated with these problems; and to evaluate alternative solutions for resolving
and/or preventing them. Laboratory and field study are important elements of the course and will cover diverse topics.
Students will acquire skills and knowledge that will enable them to better understand the complexity of environmental
problems.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE Grades11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ “A” average in both Biology and Chemistry (accelerated college prep level); “B” average in Honors level
Biology and Chemistry and Algebra | and Algebra Il; approval of the department chairperson; level up test
See page 7 for information on the AP application process.

AP College Board Test is mandatory

The goal of this course is to provide the students with the scientific principles, concepts, and methodologies required to
understand the interrelationships of the natural world, to identify and analyze environmental problems both natural and man
made, to evaluate the relative risks associated with these problems, and to examine alternative solutions for resolving and/or
preventing them. Laboratory and field study are important elements of the course and will cover diverse topics. Students will
acquire skills in the specific techniques and procedures now used by environmental engineers and other scientists. Students
are expected to stay current with this dynamic science by reading the latest scientific journals.

HUMAN PHYSIOLOGY Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: Previous ACP or honors biology course with a minimum " B-" average.
Co requisite:  Previous or concurrent chemistry course

Human Physiology is designed for highly motivated students who wish to expand their knowledge of the structure and
function of the human body. The course stresses a detailed analysis of organ systems and their relation to each other. Students
must acquire a working knowledge of detailed terminology. An emphasis on career awareness, primarily in the medical and
paramedical areas, underlies this course.

CHEMISTRY (Accelerated College Prep) Grades 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: Minimum " C" final average in both previous accelerated college prep science course and in Algebra |
Chemistry employs the mole and energy approach to help the student become aware of our chemical environment. The course
emphasizes the structure of matter with a focus on atomic and subatomic levels. The course then develops the student's

understanding of bonding concepts in the formation of complex compounds. The students learn use of the mole,
stoichiometry, and energy interchanges for compound formation and decomposition.
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HONORS CHEMISTRY Grades 10, 11, 12
Prerequisite: ~ “B” average in previous honors science and honors math courses

This course provides an understanding of the principles of chemistry for the serious science student. Topics include atomic
structure, bonding, stoichiometry, kinetics and equilibrium, acids and bases, electrochemistry, thermochemistry and organic
chemistry. Students will focus on applying problem-solving skills and proper laboratory technique.

HONORS ADVANCED CHEMISTRY Grades 11, 12
Prerequisite: ~ “B” average in Honors Chemistry and Honors Algebra Il; approval of department chairperson; level up test

This class is combined with AP Chemistry. Itis asecond course in chemistry that would prove an introductory college course
for the serious science student. The pace is accelerated for both class work and lab work.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT CHEMISTRY Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: Minimum “A-" average in Honors Chemistry and Honors Algebra Il; ; previous or concurrent study of
Honors Pre Calculus; approval of department chairperson; level up test
See page 7 for information on the AP application process.

The AP College Board test is mandatory.

This course is designed to be the equivalent of a college general chemistry course taken in college. Students will attain a depth
of understanding of fundamentals and competence in dealing with chemical problems. Topics include structure of matter, state
of matter, chemical reactions and descriptive chemistry. Students will use more advanced laboratory skills in making
observations, recording data, calculating and interpreting results and communicating effectively the results of experimental
work. Students must obtain the required summer reading assignment in June.

MARINE SCIENCE Grades 10, 11, 12
(Offered on both the Accelerated and College Prep levels)

Prerequisite: Biology

This course will introduce the students to a brief history of the evolution of Marine Biology. They will become aware of the
physical and chemical components of the marine environment in addition to issues concerning the human impact on the fragile
ecosystem. The course will emphasize the diversity of marine organisms, both plant and animal. Students will develop an
appreciation of the “world ocean” and strategies to preserve and protect marine resources.

PHYSICS Grades 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: " B" average in Accelerated College Prep Mathematics; " C" in previous accelerated college prep science
course

This course offers students a conceptual understanding of the physical universe that surrounds them. Topics include
mechanics, heat, light, sound, electricity, magnetism and atomic physics. Instruction will be in the form of lectures, lab work,
and demonstrations. This course is intended for the serious-minded science student who wants an understanding of physics
but without the more rigorous mathematical approach of an honors program. The students will be expected to perform and
understand some mathematical computations involving simple algebra.
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HONORSPHYSICS Grades 11, 12
Prerequisite: " B" average in Honors Chemistry, Honors Algebra and Honors Geometry
This course will help students acquire an understanding of the concepts of matter and energy. Topics include mechanics, heat,
light, sound, electricity, magnetism and atomic physics. The course emphasizes the mastering of quantitative relationships
that express these concepts.
ADVANCED PLACEMENT PHYSICS Grade 12
Prerequisite: ~ “A-* average in Honors Physics; previous or concurrent study of AP Calculus AB; approval of department
chairperson; level-up exam
See page 7 for information on the AP application process
The course is designed to be the equivalent of a first-year college physics course for students majoring in either engineering
or a science discipline. Student will attain a depth of understanding and competence in solving increasingly complex
Newtonian mechanic problems.
Topics will include: kinematics; laws of motion both linearly and rotationally; motion and energy conservation; power;
gravity; harmonic motion; and oscillation in planer fields. Student will use more sophisticated laboratory skills in making
observations, recording data, calculating and interpreting results and effectively communicating the results of the experiments.
Students must obtain summer reading assignment as well as a summer math review assignment packet in June.

ASTRONOMY Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite:  successful completion of two previous ACP lab science courses; successful completion of a previous
physics course

This course will focus on the physics of astronomy. Topics will include observational astronomy, measurement, formation
of the universe, galaxies, the solar system and sun, energy liberation, evolution of stars, solar system mechanics and
inhabitants, earth-moon-sun relationships, and similarities and differences among planets.

FORENSIC SCIENCE Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Minimum of “B” average in Biology, Chemistry and Physics. (Physics may be taken concurrently.)

This course introduces the science of forensics. It allows students to experience the application of science in a real world
setting. They will have the opportunity to apply scientific inquiry and draw conclusions based on the analysis of facts. This
course is open to seniors who have completed three years of accelerated college prep science course.

HONORS ADVANCED BIOLOGY Grade 12

Prerequisite: " B" average in Honors Biology and Honors Chemistry; approval of department chairperson; level up test
Co requisite:  Previous or concurrent study of Human Physiology

This is a second course in biology that services as an introduction to college courses for students who are well-motivated.

The study is organized along functional lines; the course focuses on the various aspects of biology from the points of view
of the features and problems shared by all living things.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT BIOLOGY Grade 12
Prerequisite: " B" average in both Honors Biology and Honors Chemistry; approval of department chairperson; level-
up test
Honors Chemistry students who did not take Honors Biology may enroll only if they make special
arrangements with Mrs. Davis and complete a summer assignment.
Co-requisite:  Previous or concurrent study of Human Physiology

AP College Board Test is mandatory.
This is a class combined with Advanced Biology. The course focuses on all the topics of the Advanced Placement syllabus
are covered, with in-depth research and scientific readings completed as independent study.
LABORATORY ASSISTANT Grades 10, 11, 12
(1, 1.5 or 2 credits per semester)
Prerequisite: ~ Completion of one year of a lab science
The Lab Assistant Program is a multipurpose one. It is a service organization designed to assist the teachers in the Science
Department. In addition, participants will gain valuable experience which may help them obtain one of the coveted lab
assistant jobs in college. Participation will be an asset to the transcript when applications are filed.
To be eligible, a student must work a minimum of five activity periods per marking period under the supervision of a science

teacher. Tasks include preparing solutions for underclass labs, updating inventories, and maintaining and repairing apparatus.
Credits varying from two to four for the year will be earned based on the number of hours of service completed monthly.

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BUSINESS and TECHNOLOGY DEPARTMENT

BUSINESS COURSES

MICROSOFT OFFICE CERTIFICATION Grade 9
(one semester course)

This course allows students to master essential computer concepts, including input/output devices, file management, desktop
applications, computer privacy, in a hands-on simulated environment. Students will learn through dynamic observation, step-
by-step practice, realistic simulated applications, and challenging review questions. They will have an opportunity to become
certified in Microsoft Office.

PERSONAL FINANCE Grade9
(one semester course)

This introductory course will enable students to understand commonplace functions of the world of business as routinely
experienced in one’s personal life, regardless of occupation. They will have a better understanding of American business and
its place in our social and economic environment. Topics include banking, home buying and renting; interest rates; and job
applications.

ACCOUNTING | Grades 11, 12

Double entry accounting and the complete accounting cycle for both service and merchandising businesses are emphasized.
Payroll journals and various accounting control systems are also taught. Automated accounting systems are examined and
reinforced through computer-based projects. The students also receive instruction on completing personal 1040-EZ tax
returns.

HONORS COLLEGE PREP ACCOUNTING Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval by department chairperson

This course is designed for seniors contemplating accounting or business administration as a college major. The accounting
cycle, as well as support statements and forms relating to payroll, taxes, inventories, finance, and the state and federal
government, is the focus of the course. Students experiment with automated accounting through the use of accounting
software, and complete a computerized simulation of the “actual” cycle in action in the last quarter.

HONORS ACCOUNTING Il Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Successful completion of Accounting 1.

As an expansion of the fundamentals taught in Accounting I, more advanced topics and applications based on partnerships

and corporations are emphasized with special attention to payroll, taxes, cost accounting and inventory control. Accounting
software programs are used for the entire course.
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BUSINESS LAW and INVESTMENTS Grades 11, 12

The first part of the course focuses on investment accounts with an emphasis on the stock market. A course-long project will
enable students to create and manage their portfolios. The second part of the course is an introduction to personal and practical
law and how it relates to both individual and business environments. Students will acquire knowledge of how to deal with
contract law, consumer rights, and the buying and selling of goods.

ECONOMICS Grades 11, 12
Prerequisite: ~ Approval of department chairperson

This course prepares students to think pragmatically about economic issues and imparts an understanding of certain
fundamental concepts of our economy. A thorough study of the stock market and its effect on the economy are an integral
part of the course.

HONORS ECONOMICS Grade 12

Prerequisite: Passing grade on sample theory test. Honors U.S. History Il; “A” average in previous history courses;
recommendation of current history teacher; approval of department chairperson. The CLEP (College Level
Examination Program) Exam (for college credit) is mandatory.

This course is an introduction to microeconomics, which concerns the operation of markets in the allocation of our scare
resources. Students will examine the behavior of individual consumers and firms, and will develop a framework to determine
the efficiency of various market outcomes. Topics include consumer theory, the behavior of firms in competition, monopoly,
market equilibrium, and the role of government in the economy.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ECONOMICS Grade 12

Prerequisite: Honors World History; “ A” average in previous history courses; recommendation of current history teacher;
approval of department chairperson.

The AP College Board test is mandatory

This is an introductory on-line course whereby the student communicates with the instructor through email. Students study
individual decision-makers in a market environment, hence the title Microeconomic Theory. The cornerstone of the course
is the consumer behavior choice leading to the empirically testable demand curve. From this foundation, production and cost
theory are developed from an economic perspective rather than an accounting perspective. The production and cost analysis
are then combined with demand analysis to develop models of competitive market behavior, monopoly market behavior,
oligopoly behavior and monopolistically competitive behavior. Supply/demand schedules and graphs are an integral part of
this course. A strong background in math is essential

INTRODUCTION TO BUSINESS Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

This is an introductory course in the foundations of business. Topics include marketing, financing, economics, accounting,
finance, investment, and entrepreneurship.

INTERNATIONAL BUSINESS Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

Students will learn the foundations of business by examining how it has moved to a global economy. Students will learn
pricing procedures, acceptable business practices, promotion, cultural influence, and government intervention. The course
will also closely examine different responsibilities a corporation faces in various societies.

FASHION MERCHANDISING Grades 11, 12
(One semester course)

Students in fashion merchandising will earn how to buy, promote, and sell fashion items, from clothing and jewelry to
cosmetics and furniture. Every great boutique or department store needs a Wizard of Oz - someone behind the curtain making
everything appear as impressive as possible - someone deciding to stock ruby slippers because they’re the next big thing.

Fashion merchandising experts accomplish tasks like these on a regular basis. Fashion merchandising requires a blend of
fashion sense and business expertise. Style alone will not yield a successful career in this field. Strategy and marketing know-
how are an integral part of this course.

SPORTS, ENTERTAINMENT and HOSPITALITY MARKETING Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

This course will cover the intriguing world of sports and entertainment from the perspective of marketing. Topics such as
college and amateur sports, marketing, entertainment, and professional sports will be covered. Marketing in the hospitality
industry will be covered in such topics as hotel image and location, use of technology, and marketing strategies for product
and service planning.

TECHNOLOGY COURSES

COMPUTER ANIMATION/WEB DESIGN Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

This course provides the step-by-step methods to create various types of PC animation. Students will create and enhance
computer applications, video projects, and personal/professional web pages. They will learn to plan a web site; create and
change pages; design and format pages; and enhance pages with graphics, images, and sound.

DESKTOP PUBLISHING Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

Students will utilize the software program Microsoft Publisher® to learn how to create publications using graphics and layout
design. They will learn such techniques as importing and exporting images, using templates, linking text and graphics,
formatting text, utilizing style sheets, etc., to create such items as CD/DVD labels and cases, 3-fold brochures, columned
newsletters, greeting cards, t-shirt designs, flyers, posters, bumper stickers, business cards, certificates, and more. Students
will also make productive contributions in school by producing real-school documents such as sign-up sheets, cafeteria menus,
and other RBC-related projects.

This is an excellent course for students interested in advertising, marketing, business education, business management,
architecture, graphic design, journalism, editing or publishing.
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BROADCASTING Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

This hands-on course covers the various platforms for transferring media worldwide via technological methods, including the
basics of audio (P.A., radio, and voice over) and visual (TV, live announcements, video magazine) broadcasting. Techniques
focus on a viewing and listening audience and address concerns of presentation, and layout and design of content. Students
will contribute to the regular production of KCTV,; create, and assist other students in oral presentations; supply voice over
for video projects, music video gifts, etc.; produce live video announcements; act as M.C. for various campus activities at the
request of activity moderators, coaches, administration.

ADVANCED TECHNIQUES in EXCEL and POWERPOINT Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

This college-level course delves into the advanced techniques of software applications (excel, PowerPoint, and Word) used
in college and real-world environments. Advanced techniques and projects will focus on business, science, education, research
and industry needs, as well as undergraduate uses. Topics also include the true integrated nature and capabilities of the
software for greater advantage and efficience. Upon completion of this course, students will have the ability to test out of
various similar college courses.

FILM STUDY Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)

Prerequisite: ~ “B-" average in English

This course takes an historical approach to the century-old art of the motion picture. The course emphasizes milestones in
the evolvement of techniques and styles, with special attention to the works of renowned film makers and performers.

Narrative fiction films and documentaries are considered, and various genres are traced through in-class screenings using
videotape, laser disc and DVD. Students will also get a behind-the-scenes look at the workings of a movie theater, as well
as attend first-run showings, and will assist the RBC community in selecting and showing films.

YEARBOOK PRODUCTION Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Strong computer skills, especially in the area of desktop publishing are recommended. Students must have
PC access and internet connectivity from home. Ability to attend 3-day summer workshop at cost to the
student is extremely helpful. Strong artistic desires in the area of page layout/design, digital imaging, and
photography a plus. Approval by the Yearbook Design course teacher is required.

Students enrolled in this course produce The Emerald electronically via personal computer using Taylor Publishing’s online
Studio Works software. The course work demands energy and commitment to on-time excellence. The Emerald’s staff is
responsible for scheduling (and in some instances taking) photography for RBC community events as well as choosing
appropriate photographs for sectional layouts. Staff will work closely with faculty, student council, athletics, and
club/activities to create the most memorable, visually pleasing yearbook possible.

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FINE and PERFORMING ARTS DEPARTMENT

ART COURSES

TOPICSIN ART Grade 9
(one semester course)

The students will study the basics of art: design, color, and composition. They will also be introduced to some of the basics
of our upper-level art courses, such as drawing, design, painting, crafts, and calligraphy.

ART HISTORY Grades 11, 12

(One semester course)

This course will study art through the ages. During first quarter the course will focus on art history from prehistoric times to
the Middle Ages, and the second quarter will examine the Renaissance to modern times.

PRINTMAKING, COLLAGE and COMBINES Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

Students will explore and experiment with several forms of printmaking such as collagraph, linocut, and monprint. Their work
will be used a collage elements and enhanced with drawing and painting media. The creation of a combine will result with
the addition of found objects to the work to complete a variety of mixed media projects.

CRAFTS/CERAMICS Grades 11, 12

Students will explore projects in such areas as pottery, stenciling, sculpture, tool painting, wood burning, and basketry. The
ceramics portion of the course will focus on hand-built ceramics for art students who wish to learn the elements of ceramic
craft. It is not designed as a course for the hobbyist.

DESIGN Grades 11, 12

Design is the structure of art. Students will explore the elements and principles of two-dimensional and three-dimensional
design. They will create and manipulate images so that the viewer will understand the meaning or impact intended. Students
will explore depth in space so that their artwork will not only suggest spatial illusions, but will also be part of our three-
dimensional world.

COMPUTER GRAPHICS Grades 11, 12

Students will learn the elements and principles of two-dimensional design on the computer to produce a work of art. They
will learn to create and manipulate images in Adobe Illustrator and enhance the style and quality of their layouts.
PAINTING Grades 11, 12

The course will concentrate on several paint media and techniques. Students will work from a variety of subjects including

figures, landscape, and still life as well as invented forms. They will be encouraged to experiment and develop their personal
artistic style. The history of painting will be an integral part of the course content.
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MURAL PAINTING Grade 12
(one semester course)

Prerequisites:  Painting; approval of department chairperson

Mural Painting is a course designed for the talented painting student. Unlike painting on a canvas, mural painting has its own
requirements, as a distinct branch of painting.

DRAWING Grades 11, 12

This course will begin with the basics of drawing from general stylistic exercises to sketching. Students will experiment with
different media throughout the year. By the end of the course, students will have completed a portfolio.

DIGITAL IMAGING Grade 12

Students will learn to use photo editing software (Adobe Photoshop). The will explore the basic principles of photography

through the use of a digital camera. Students will correct, edit and combine their photographs to create new works of art.
They will download and manipulate images from their digital cameras.

GENERAL ART Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

This course is designed for those students who need to fill an art requirement yet have limited art experience. Students will
explore multiple medias such as drawing, painting, printmaking, design, collage, etc.

PORTFOLIO PREP Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

Prerequisites:  Student’s own artwork; approval of department chairperson; students must be planning to pursue the study
of art in college

The course is for the art student only. This is not a studio class, but will assist serious art students in developing a portfolio

to use in the college admissions process. Students will learn matting techniques and how to photograph and present a
portfolio.
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MUSIC COURSES
GROUP VOCAL TECHNIQUE Grades 9
(one semester course)
This course is designed for students who wish to participate in the Red Bank Catholic High School Choir. Its objective is to
teach general music theory, as well as vocal technique and sight reading; skills that are important to choral singing. This class
will culminate in a final live choral performance at the music programs annual Christmas Concert at the end of the term.
ADVANCED PLACEMENT MUSIC THEORY Grade 11, 12
See page 7 for information on the AP application process.

AP College Board Test is mandatory
The advanced music theory course prepares students to take the all-inclusive A. P. Music Theory exam. Students will learn
advanced theory, harmony, form and analysis, advanced sight-reading and more. Knowledge of music is required.
HONORS MUSIC THEORY Grades 11, 12
This music theory course teaches students theory, harmony, form, and analysis. The course content includes ear training,
sight-singing, and written assignments to help students apply the fundamentals of music theory. The text develops aural and
written skills along with an intellectual understanding of the material. Previous musical knowledge is not required.
MUSIC TECHNOLOGY Grades 11, 12
Focusing on the music industry side of the field, this course gives students the chance to learn about synthesis and recording,
as well as hardware and software used in the field. No previous musical knowledge is required.
MUSIC APPRECIATION and HISTORY Grade 11, 12
This course will give students the tools they need to recognize and understand various styles of music as well as their place

and significance in history. In addition to the classroom, students will have the opportunity to experience various styles of
music and performance live at Lincoln Center and other local venues. No prior musical knowledge is required for this course.

VOCAL PERFORMANCE Grade 11, 12

(one semester course)

Students will learn to sing and perform works by the masters in various languages, genres, and time periods. This course will
focus on the skills necessary to deliver a good performance from classical music to contemporary Broadway selections.
FILM MUSIC Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

This course will examine the use of music in advertising, television, and movies. It will explore how composers write scores
for movies. Students will analyze the musical elements in movies such as the “Harry Potter” series and others.
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EXTRACURRICULAR PERFORMING ENSEMBLES

RED BANK CATHOLIC HIGH SCHOOL CHOIR Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

The Red Bank Catholic High School Choir is the primary choral ensemble of the school. Grades for the ensemble are based
on preparedness for rehearsal and small group choral hearing quizzes. This ensemble performs at all of the school Masses
as well as various concerts throughout the year.

CHAMBER CHOIR Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

This auditioned ensemble is comprised of 16-20 members who participate in the RBCHS Choir. Focusing mainly on a capella
chamber choral music, this choir performs at the Christmas and spring concerts and other events, as well as the RBC
graduation ceremony.

WOMEN’S CHOIR Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

The Women’s Chair is a new ensemble to RBC. This four-part choir will be selected from the members RBCHS Choir and
is comprised of twelve members. Six sopranos and six altos.

CASEY BAND Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

(fall semester)

The Casey Band promotes school spirit by playing at RBC football games. They provide music in the stands during the game
as well as perform a half-time show at home games and a pre-game show at away games.

FESTIVAL ORCHESTRA Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

The RBC Festival Orchestra is comprised of students, faculty, alumni, and guest musicians who perform for the Christmas
and spring concerts, as well, as the Baccalaureate Mass for the graduating seniors. In addition to accompanying the RBCHS
Chaoir, the orchestra plays their own pieces from various styles.

JAZZ BAND Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

The Jazz band focuses on performing jazz and popular music. The ensemble performs throughout the school year and
participates in spring music festivals.

COLOR GUARD Grades 9, 10, 11, 12

(fall semester)

The color guard works directly with the Casey band during football season. The guard provides a visual enhancement for the
musical performance through dance movement and the use of flags.
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THEATRE ART COURSES

HONORS THEATRE ARTS| Grade 11, 12
Prerequisites:  Audition; must maintain “C” average or above in all classes

This course emphasizes the fundamental concepts of theatre, an appreciation of theatre, and standards of theatre criticism.
Students will discover their own inner resources, of concentration, sensory response, and memory of emotion. Class materials
vary from improvisations taken from life situations to the formal play script.

HONORS THEATRE ARTS I Grade 12
Prerequisite: ~ Audition and/or Honors Theatre Arts I; must maintain “C” average or above in all classes

This course enables the serious acting student an opportunity to further study the craft of acting. Its primary purpose, in the
first semester, is to prepare the student for any college auditions/monologues. Its secondary focus is to give the actor more
self-awareness through studying the human body as well as deeper scene work. The student will also study directing and script
writing. Students will have workshops in stage combat, dialects and makeup. Students will work towards producing a one-act
play at the end of the year.

DANCE

DANCE | Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Audition and previous participation in one semester of After School Dance; must maintain “C” average or
above in all classes

This course fulfils the physical education requirement. Juniors in the dance department will study technique and terminology
in ballet, modern, and jazz. Their skills and improvement are tested and measured through movement quizzes, written tests
and exams. Students are also assigned a weekly journal, research projects and dance critiques. Students will also participate
in workshops in musical theatre dance, social dance, nutrition, auditioning techniques, resume writing, and head shots.
Participation in two main stage shows a year is a requirement for all dance students.

HONORS DANCE 11 Grade 12

Prerequisites:  Audition and previous participation in one semester of After School Dance; must maintain “C” average or
above in all classes

Seniors in the dance department will sharpen and refine their technique and terminology in ballet, modern, and jazz. Their
skills and improvement are tested and measured through movement quizzes, written tests and exams. Students are also
assigned a weekly journal, research projects and dance critiques. Students will also participate in workshops in dance history,
musical theatre, dance, social dance, and college portfolios. Seniors are also offered a class in choreography. This class will
focus upon the basic principles of good composition. Seniors will learn about how to construct a set, costume a dance, and
lighting. The class culminates in a senior choreography project, in which the seniors audition students from RBC to dance
their choreography in the spring main stage dance concert. Participation in two main stage shows a year is a requirement for
all dance students.

A second English course taken as an electivein senior year fulfillsthe fine, practical,
and performing arts graduation requirement.
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ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

ENGLISH | Grade 9
(accelerated college prep and honors)

Placement determined by diocesan placement test, previous standardized testing and 6, 7, 8 grade record.

For the first semester, this course will focus on the writing process and fundamental skills in reading comprehension and
grammar. Literature is presented in the format of the five genres: short story, nonfiction, novel, drama and poetry.
Composition and vocabulary development are correlated with the study of literature. The composition program is designed
to be sequential, stressing at this level sentence structures, the topic sentence and paragraph patterns. The students will also
review the rules and uses of correct grammar. The honors English course on this level provides more time for the discussion
of literary devices and the writing of longer expository essays.

ENGLISH 1 (college prep level) Grade 9

Prerequisite: ~ Completion of required summer reading list

This course presents extensive work in basic skills, blended with a solid sampling of various literature genres including
composition and vocabulary development are correlated with the study of basic skills, various short stories, brief nonfiction

selections, poetry, mythology, and selected short plays. The course will also focus on a review of the fundamentals of
grammar.

STUDY SKILLS Grade 9

(one semester course)

This course develops and reinforces study and organizational skills. These skills are implemented in class and assist the
students in achieving success in all content areas. The course promotes student advocacy and student responsibility.
VERBAL and QUANTITATIVE STRATEGIES Grade 9

This course will enhance students’ verbal and quantitative skills. Instruction will focus on mathematical reasoning,

comprehension and writing skills as well as the organizational and study skills necessary for success in high school.

AMERICAN LITERATURE Grade 10
(offered on the accelerated college prep and honors levels)

Prerequisite: ~ Accelerated College Prep: Completion of required summer reading list; approval of the freshman
English teacher.
Honors: “B” average in previous honors course or an “A” average in an accelerated college prep

English course and the approval of the current teacher.

This course presents a survey of American literature combined with intensive instruction in the skills required to read and write
effectively. The course will stress critical writing and the personal essay, which will be correlated with the study of literature.
Grammar, spelling and vocabulary development will be included in the course. Written papers will be required. Honors
students will be expected to make critical appraisals of literary works, analyze the strengths and weaknesses of various authors,
and demonstrate how the literature studied reflects the moral, social and historical context of the time.
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AMERICAN LITERATURE (college prep level) Grade 10
Prerequisite: ~ Completion of required summer reading list

This course reinforces fundamental skills in reading comprehension, grammar, and composition. Writing skills ranging from
effective sentence structure to proper paragraphing are also stressed. Once these fundamentals have been sufficiently grasped
and reviewed, students will commence study of the literature textbook, which offers a survey of relevant works coupled with
related literary terms and vocabulary. In addition to reading selections from the anthology, students will read three novels.
From these novels students will draw on themes, conflicts, and characterization in order to produce various writings. The
progress of the students will dictate the pace of the class.

MAJOR BRITISH WRITERS Grade 11
(offered on the college prep, accelerated college prep, and honors levels)

Prerequisite: ~ College Prep and Accelerated College Prep: Completion of the required summer reading list
Honors: “B” average in previous honors course or an “A” average in an accelerated college prep
English Course and the approval of the current teacher.

This course presents a survey of English literature from the earliest recorded works through works of the Victorian Age. Work
in vocabulary is correlated with the study of literature. Students learn the techniques of critical analysis which are expressed
in expository writing. They will explore more extensively the tools of literary research and will write a research paper. In
addition to the traditional method of testing for evaluation of progress, several alternative assessment procedures will be used
throughout the year for evaluation.

STUDY of CHILDREN’S LITERATURE Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Completion of the required summer reading list; “B-" average in Major British Writers; teacher
recommendation.

This course offers the student an opportunity to examine some significant genres of children’s literature as well as the origins
of these genres. The course also offers a critical view of the books and stories read. Students will become analytical
interpreters of the works read; they will develop critical knowledge and understanding of literary techniques as they are used
in the field of children’s literature. They will also learn the skills involved in creating a book and as a final project in the
course they will write their own children’s book.

LITERATURE and MEDIA STUDIES Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Completion of the required summer reading list and approval of current English teacher.

This course will educate students in the areas of journalism, media studies, theater and the modern novel. In journalism,
students will learn to read, interpret and write various types of newspaper stories and to evaluate what they have written.
Media studies will include global mass communications, basic rights in print and speech, advertising and public relations,

television and film. In film, students will learn the mechanics of the field, see movies and constructively analyze them in
writing. Students will analyze contemporary novels, write a research paper and continue to develop vocabulary skills.
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SPEECH and DRAMATIC LITERATURE Grade 12
(offered on the college prep and accelerated college prep levels)

Prerequisite: ~ Completion of the required summer reading list and approval of current English teacher.

The first half of this course, designed to prepare students for the future, consists of general communication theories, public
speaking, vocal and physical delivery techniques, and interview procedures. Students will research, write and organize
demonstrative, informative and persuasive speeches. The second half of the course emphasizes oral interpretation of literature
and of theater as a performing art. It covers the fundamentals of acting and play production with the emphasis on the “living
theater” as well as on the study of dramatic literature. Evaluative criteria will include tests, group projects, class participation,
literary analyses, oral presentations, monologues, and scene work.

ANALYSIS of the CONTEMPORARY NOVEL Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Completion of the required summer reading list; a minimum average grade of “B” in Major British Writers;
an overall “B” average academically; and approval of current teacher.

With a structure that is modeled on a typical college-level literature course, students will read and discuss several
contemporary novels. The course will emphasize the written analysis of these works with regard to theme, character
development, and varied writing style. Additional vocabulary development will also be an integral part of the course.

THE WORLD of the SHORT STORY Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Completion of the summer reading list; approval of the current teacher.

The course will focus on the study of short stories from around the world. While reading the works of chosen authors, the
students will focus on the elements of a short story such as the setting, conflicts, characters and themes. Students will become
more skilled in the analytical interpretation of these works and will be able to draw comparisons and/or contrasts among the
selections read. A research paper and analytical essays are also requirements of the course.

MODERN NON-FICTION Grade 12

Prerequisites:  Completion of the required summer reading list; approval of current teacher

This course will review the best modern and classic non-fiction that has so dramatically transformed the American literary
landscape. Students will read, examine, and interpret great non-fiction works including biography, nineteenth-century

journalistic exposes, and contemporary Pulitzer Prize winners. Students will also further develop their writing skills. In
addition to regularly submitted written assignments, students will keep up-to-date journals and submit an in-depth research

paper.
ANALYSIS of DETECTIVE FICTION Grade 12

Prerequisites:  Completion of the required summer reading list; approval of current teacher

This course will examine the development of detective fiction from Edgar Allan Poe and Sherlock Holmes in the nineteenth

century to the present day. Students will begin with Poe’s Gold Bug and Murders in the Rue Morgue and move to Conan
Doyle’s Hound of the Baskervilles and the emergence of Sherlock Holmes in the shorter stories.
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In the 20™ century emphasis will be placed on the classic American works of Dashiell Hammett and Raymond Chandler, as
well as Agatha Christie, Dorothy Sayers, and move to a sample of contemporary authors such as Sara Paretsky, P.D. James,
and Dick Frances. Students will do a research paper during the third quarter.

HONORS WORLD LITERATURE and the FINE ARTS Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ Completion of the summer reading list; a“ B” average in ACP Major British Writers or successful completion
of Honors Major British Writers; approval of the current teacher.

The course, taught by members of the English, Art, and Music Departments, sketches the history of man through a study of
great literature, music and art. Selected readings from great literary works from the Bible through contemporary literature
are discussed in the light of the development of the fine arts. Critical and informative research papers and reports are required.
The course also includes required field trips to enhance the student’s awareness of the interrelationship between literature and
the fine arts.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ENGLISH Grade 12
Prerequisite: ~ Completion of the required summer reading list; successful completion of Honors British Writers; listing in
the top quintile through the first two years of high school; submission of name to the department chairperson
for review and approval by the department and AP teacher.

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HISTORY and SOCIAL SCIENCE

LEADERSHIP Grade 9
(required course for all freshmen)

The Thomas G. Labrecque Leadership Institute of Red Bank Catholic High School will provide a leadership experience for
students to prepare them for the challenges they will encounter on their professional and personal life journey.

The course addresses leadership as it relates to ethics, problem solving, critical thinking, and communications skills. It will
help students develop a responsibility as citizens of our community, the United States, and the world.

ISSUES of SOCIAL JUSTICE Grade 9
(one semester course)

The course will explore diverse visions and dimensions of social justice, both past and present. It will examine the role of
racial, ethnic, religious, and economic injustice in America and globally. The course will focus on six specific topics: Native
Americans, the migrant worker movement, Northern Ireland, Kosovo, South Africa, and Rwanda. The course will be project-
based with the use of primary sources, music, and other multimedia resources. Each topic will cover the geography of a
region, the major players within the conflicts, and the resolutions or attempts at resolutions, if any.

U. S. HISTORY | (accelerated college prep) Grades 9, 10

The United States History | course is a condensed study beginning with the period of colonization and chronologically covers
history to the Spanish American War. The students will study in depth the Revolutionary War, the Constitution, the Civil War,
Reconstruction, the Gilded Age, and Industrialization. They will explore historical events from a political, social and
economic perspective. Students are given a refresher course in essential geography to ascertain that they are able to place
historical events in a global context.

U. S.HISTORY | (college prep) Grades 9, 10

The United States History | course is a condensed study which begins with the period of colonization and chronologically
covers up to the period of Industrialization. The course focuses on historical events from a political, social and economic
perspective. Students will also study geography and how it impacts events in history. This course will also focus on the basic
skills needed to be successful, such as study techniques, note-taking skills, and writing.

HONORSU. S. HISTORY | Grades 9, 10

Prerequisite: ~ Students entering Honors United States History | are selected on the basis of their grade school records and
a writing test may be required.

Students entering the honors level United States History | course will be provided an opportunity to experience an in-depth

study of the key events in American history from the colonial period to the late 1890s. This will be achieved through
simulation games, reading of primary sources and analytical essays.
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U. S. HISTORY Il (accelerated college prep) Grades 10, 11
Prerequisite: U. S. History |

In a chronological format, this course continues the study of United States history from 1900 to the present. The political and
economic growth of our country, the causes and events surrounding World War | and Il, the study of social issues, such as
the role of minorities in the formation of our cultural heritage, and the increasing involvement of our nation in foreign affairs
will be highlighted. This course will also reinforce and enhance the principles of leadership as well as help students develop
a consciousness about the nature of our society.

U. S.HISTORY Il (college prep) Grades 10, 11
Prerequisite: U. S. History |

This course will present a survey study of the United States from the Spanish American War to modern times. It is designed
to give students a sense of the growth and development of the American heritage. The needs of the students in terms of
reading levels will be taken into consideration.

HONORSU. S. HISTORY |1 Grades 10, 11

Prerequisite: ~ Students entering Honors U. S. History Il are selected on the recommendation of the U. S. History | teacher
and the approval of the department chairperson. Students in U.S. History | (accelerated college prep) must
have an “A” average; their previous writing assignments will be evaluated; students in Honors U. S. History
I must have at least a “B” average.

The purpose of Honors U. S. History Il is to provide the student with a deeper understanding of American history. This will
be achieved by the variety of tasks such as primary source readings, book reviews, and analytical essays. Various schools of
historical thought will be examined.

WORLD HISTORY Grades 11, 12

World History is a survey course. The first semester will provide the student with an understanding of the social, cultural and
political development of ancient cultures. The second semester concentrates on European history and the impact of Europe
on the major regions of the world. Students will develop an understanding of diverse cultures and the need to be tolerant.

HONORS WORLD HISTORY Grades 11, 12

Prerequisite: ~ Approval of the U. S. History Il teacher and department chairperson; “B” average in Honors U.S. History
II; U. S. History Il students must have an “A” average and their previous writing assignments will be
evaluated

Honors World History is designed to provide the honors level student with a comprehensive introduction into the significant
cultures, nations, ideas, and people instrumental in the development and progression of the world. The course also provides
the student with the knowledge necessary for a comparative analysis of cultures and trends in history from prehistoric times
to the twentieth century. The course also places strong emphasis upon the development of the student's ability to write
critically, to formulate logical and substantive opinions, and to be able to voice those opinions in class discussions.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT AMERICAN GOVERNMENT and POLITICS Grade 12
Prerequisites: ~ Students must have at least a “B” average in Honors History and Honors English or at least an “ A” average
in accelerated college prep History and English.

AP American Government and Politics will give students an analytical perspective on politics and government in the United
Sates. Students will understand the concepts of political ideology and development of the political system and our democratic
institutions. Students will be able to evaluate the role of the national government and its relationship to the concept of liberty
in a pluralistic society. This course will emphasize the changing political culture of society and its effects on voting patterns,
trends and the processes of government.

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT and POLITICS Grades 12
Prerequisite: " B" average in U. S. History Il; approval of teacher

This course offers an in-depth study of the systems of American government. The Constitution will provide a basis for the
study of our federal, state, and local governments. The course will include a review of our political heritage, the American
party system, opinion groups, lobbies, and the election process.

CONTEMPORARY GLOBAL ISSUES Grade 12
Prerequisite: U. S. History I and Il and World History

This course is designed for students who are interested in current events. Discussion will be an integral part of each class.
The daily newspaper, magazines, television and radio are utilized as instructional tools and texts. The course will draw from
a broad range of topics as daily events unfold. Students will explore controversial issues such as war and international law
and delve into the area of international relations.

HONORS TWENTIETH CENTURY WORLD HISTORY Grade 12

Prerequisites:  U. S. History I and Il and World History; “ B” average in previous history courses and approval of department
chairperson

This course will provide an introduction to the historical background of the crises of our age. Students will explore the impact
of rising nationalism and declining colonialism and the struggle between democracy and dictatorship. An analysis of the
consequences of war will be integral to the course.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT AMERICAN HISTORY Grade 10*, 12

Prerequisite: U. S. History I and Il, (honors level recommended); World History; “ A” average in previous history courses;
recommendation of current history teacher.

*Very well-qualified sophomores may take this course in lieu of taking Honors American History; a rigorous
screening process will be required together with a summer assignment.

This is an introductory college course for the advanced student. The topical approach is used to study the discovery era to
the present, with special emphasis on those topics included in the Advanced Placement program syllabus. Independent
research and in-depth readings on assigned topics are integral to the course.
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ADVANCED PLACEMENT WORLD HISTORY Grades 11*, 12

Prerequisite: U. S. History I and I, World History (honors level strongly recommended); recommendation of current
history teacher.
*Very well-qualified juniors may take this course in lieu of taking Honors World History; a rigorous
screening process will be required.

The AP College Board test is mandatory
This course is an extensive and intensive examination of global societies, social structure, and the themes and processes which

have shaped our world since the Middle Ages. The students will learn the analytical and writing proficiencies necessary to
succeed on the Advanced Placement World History exam.

PRINCIPLES OF PSYCHOLOGY | Grades 11, 12
(one semester course)
This course introduces interested students to the fundamental concepts that support psychology as a scientific discipline.

Students will explore the history of psychology, research methods and data analysis. Relevant topics will include sensation
and perception, states of consciousness, learning, and memory.

PRINCIPLES OF PSYCHOLOGY 11 Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

Prerequisite: ~ Successful completion of Principles of Psychology | or another psychology course taken in 2009/2010.
This course will further student understanding of the field of psychology, and will take an in-depth look into human
development, personality, abnormal psychology, treatment, and social psychology.

SOCIOLOGY Grades 11, 12

(one semester course)

This course is a scientific study of human society and social behavior. Its focus, therefore, is on the group rather than the
individual. It emphasizes the concepts of culture, institutions, socialization and social inequality. Collective behavior and
social movements receive special emphasis in the course.

CRIMINOLOGY and LAW Grade 12

Prerequisite: ~ “A-" average in junior year history course.

Criminology is the scientific study of making laws, breaking laws, and society’s involvement/reaction/role. Criminologists
study criminal behavior in a variety of ways to collect and analyze data, patterns, and trends to gain a better understanding
of criminal origins and identify prevention measures. This course will define the nature of crime and the characteristics of

those who commit them. The course will also examine our court and correction systems to identify their effectiveness in our
society.

HOLISTIC HEALTH: PAST, PRESENT, and FUTURE Grade 12
(one semester course)

This course will examine the past, present, and future of holistic health as it relates to various societal concerns such as obesity,
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cardiovascular disease, cancer, aging and addictive behaviors. It will develop a framework emphasizing the importance of
mind, body, and spirit as well as an understanding of disease versus dis-ease. Students will explore prevention models and
will design a personal plan for achieving good health.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT PSYCHOLOGY Grade 12

The purpose of the AP course in Psychology is to introduce the systematic and scientific study of the behavior and mental
processes of human beings and other animals. Subjects covered include history, methods and approaches, biological bases
of behavior, sensation and perception, states of consciousness, learning, cognition, motivation and emotion, developmental
psychology, personality testing and individual differences, abnormal psychology, treatment of psychological disorders,
statistical analysis, and social psychology.

ADVANCED PLACEMENT ECONOMICS Grade 12

Prerequisite: Honors World History; “ A" average in previous history courses; recommendation of current history teacher;
approval of department chairperson.

The AP College Board test is mandatory

This is an introductory on-line course whereby the student communicates with the instructor through email. Students study
individual decision-makers in a market environment, hence the title Microeconomic Theory. The cornerstone of the course
is the consumer behavior choice leading to the empirically testable demand curve. From this foundation, production and cost
theory are developed from an economic perspective rather than an accounting perspective. The production and cost analysis
are then combined with demand analysis to develop models of competitive market behavior, monopoly market behavior,
oligopoly behavior and monopolistically competitive behavior. Supply/demand schedules and graphs are an integral part of
this course. A strong background in math is essential.
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
